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Echocardiography is now an indispensable tool in clinical cardiology.  One of the most innovative and valuable advancements of echocardiography today is 3D echocardiography. 
For a long time now, 3D echocardiography has been recognized and conceived as an ideal tool for clinical cardiology.  
However, the idea had not been materialized clinically because of technical and engineering difficulties. 
Quite recently, newer types of real-time 3D echo systems have been developed, following the introduction of a real-time volumetric 3D system made by a small venture company in the mid 1990’s. 
Particularly, Live TEE 3D echocardiography is absolutely different from the older type 3D echocardiography. 
This new type real-time 3D echocardiography is extremely user-friendly with a touch button system, providing instant high resolution surgical or en-face valve images. 
This new method would dramatically enhance the use of 3D echocardiography and change the way collaboration occurs with other specialists such as cardiac surgeons and invasive cardiologists.  This is a real revolution of echocardiography.
