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PREVIOUS PERCUTANEUS CORONARY STENTING: A NEW RISK FACTOR IN CARDIAC SURGERY    
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We did a comparative study to determine the impact of previous percutaneous coronary stenting on patients outcome after cardiac surgery.
Material and Methods: 76 patients with previous percutaneous coronary stenting undergoing cardiac surgery (group 1), were evaluated for in hospital mortality and morbidity and compare with 90 patients undergoing cardiac surgery without previous stenting (group 2).
Results: Patients did no differ according to most of their preoperative demographics risk factors, except for a significantly higher number of patients with diabetes in group 1. According to the type of stent, 54% were bare-metal stents and 46 % were drug-eluting stents. Time between stenting and surgery was shorter than 6 months in 46% of patients. Group 1 patients had a higher incidence of early mortality (P = 0,002), postoperative myocardial infarction (P = 0,043), low cardiac output (P = 0,0001). Patients with drug-eluting stents had a higher mortality (p=NS) . A short time (< 6 months) between stenting and surgery was a risk factor of mortality (P = 0,007). .
Conclusions: Previous percutaneous coronary stenting increases the risk for in hospital mortality and postoperative myocardial infarction. A short time between stenting and surgery and patients with drug-eluting stent had a worse prognosis.
