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Objective: Despite multiple studies about the relation between carotid 
Intima-Media thickness and coronary artery disease, contravercies persists. We have designated our research, studying the patients undergoing coronary artery bypass graft surgery. 
Background: Use of ultrasound for identifying the subclinical atherosclerosis has been endorced by the society for vascular medicine especially in relation to coronary artery disease. 
Methods: We evaluated the distal carotid Intima-Media thickness in 185 patients undergoing coronary bypass. 2/3 of these patients were males ranging from 39 to 85 year of age. Our previous research about this measurements in individuals without traditional risk factors which was presented in the annual meeting of vasular ultrasound on June 2009 were used as reference. The baseline normal values for ages: 30-39, 40-49, 50-59, 60-69, 70-79, 80-89, and 90+ are as follows: 0.4, 0.5, 0.6, 0.7, 0.8, 0.9mm +/- 0.05mm.
Results: These values are mostly related to the patients age and the number and severety of risk factors rather than presence or absence of coronary artery disease.
Conclusion: We did find any close, reliable correlation between these measurements and the presence, absence or even severety of the coronary artery disease.
