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SEQUENTIAL ENDOVASCULAR COIL EMBOLIZATION FOR A TRAUMATIC CERVICAL VERTEBRAL AV FISTULA

An arteriovenous (AV) fistula involving the cervical vertebral artery is rare. Iatrogenicinjury from percutaneous puncture and penetrating wounds are the most commoncauses. Symptoms include tinnitus and the presence of a pulsatile mass with a thrill.Conservative treatment with coil embolization and preservation of the vertebral artery isan alternative to surgical intervention. We report a patient who developed an AV fistulainvolving the vertebral artery and internal jugular vein following surgical repair of a stabwound to the neck. The sequential endovascular coil embolism was performed withsubsequent successful occlusion of fistula. No neurological deficit developed during orafter intervention. This approach appears to be a safe method in the treatment ofvertebral AV fistula.
