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The last decade has focused upon how interventional cardiology can modulate the bodies healing response. Examples of this include the incorporation of polymers and agressive pharmacologic agents onto stents in order to limit neointimal proliferation. The advances in biomedical research during next decade will be focused upon the developed new methods of manufacturing metals and polymers specifically designed to avoid the bodies inflammatory response. Ultrapure metals, which may incorporate proteins or even genes are being developed. These new materials will be more biologically friendly, allow the development of smaller, thinner implants and even allow the incorporation of interactive sensors.I will review current developements in the area of biomaterials
