SEPTAL DELINEATION TECHNIQUE DURING BALLOON MITRAL VALVOTOMY

We present here a case series of 250 patients wherein septal delineation technique was used to identify interatrial septum (IAS) during puncture using brockenbrough needle in BMV. IAS is profiled in lateral view under fluoroscopic guidance using a MPA catheter is traced down from SVC-RA junction down the IAS till lower 1/3rd and septum is profiled using contrast medium. This helps the operator to identify the accurate site of septal puncture at the level of fossa ovalis, as the puncture is being done under direct vision (old concept of BMV septal puncture being done blindly). Once septal puncture was done, position of Mullins catheter and Brockenborough needle confirmed using contrast injection into LA and aspiration of bright red blood. The procedure was completed as per standard description of the technique 
(Inoue technique). This technique helps us to avoid all described life threatening complications of septal puncture.
