Most common causes of TR include left sided heart failure with pressure  volume overload.  This type of TR is functional in nature lends itself to conservative  treatment including me dical treatment and steps to correct left sided pathology.  On the  other hand,   more than severe    TR degrees of TR are usually due structural deficiency and  damage to the valvular apparatus such as Ebstein anomaly, tricuspid valve endocarditis  and torn leaf lets from repeated right heart biopsies .   Management of TR depends on the cause of TR. For less than moderate degrees of TR  medical treatment should be optimized.  For severe TR, surgical treatment includes  annuloplasy, valve repair and  replacement .
